Our Contract expires June 30, 2011.  We know that these may be the most difficult negotiations we have ever had. Governor Christie is already attacking our wages, our pensions, our benefits, and our job security. He wants to scapegoat public workers and score political points by putting the blame for New Jersey’s budget problems entirely on us. And If we know anything about this Governor, he will try to divide us: worker against worker, older against younger, union against union, and job against job.  

But we will not fall for that.  We will remain unified and committed to solidarity and our collective well being.  We are not young vs. old.  Women vs. men.  People with families vs. single people, or any 
other polar opposites.  We are all people who earn our living providing crucial services to the public.  And we are all CWA. 

As CWA members we are going to fight – together – to protect our jobs and the services that we provide to New Jersey.  We recognize that we enter these negotiations in a bad economy, and we  
will continue to  act responsibly and protect  the well being of our State and its people.  But we fight 
to protect the fundamental gains we have achieved.   We will not allow anyone to take away middle-class jobs from the working people of New Jersey. 
Our ability to remain unified during this struggle will be the key to getting through these negotiations and protecting our jobs and public services.

This year’s survey will be a little different -- we will try to measure what our members’ priorities are, as opposed to concentrating on individual contract provisions.
