This has been a very difficult struggle. Our Union has not been united - instead there has been an internal struggle and a great deal of embarrassing newspaper coverage. On the other hand, this was the largest turnout in a ratification vote the union has ever had and we engaged in a true democratic process. The members, as always, spoke and made a smart decision - to ratify this contract and make sure that we had the protection of an agreement during a possibly very contentious budget battle. 

We have a very difficult struggle ahead of us. We negotiated very important language in this contract to protect the pension plan. We will now have to make sure the Legislature puts the money in to abide by the agreement and the law and we will take every legal and organizational action necessary to protect those benefits. 

We want to thank the staff of Local 1037 and our shop stewards for turning out the amazing 1037 vote listed above. They both did an incredible job. We also especially want to thank our thousands of members who voted and who have provided support and solidarity to this Local for 25 years. We are so proud of Local 1037 because of you. 

Our thoughts and prayers are with Governor Corzine. He is our boss and sometimes we have to fight him. But we have reached a fair agreement with him and he has been "standup" when it comes to funding the pension plan and supporting good services. He is suffering now and we extend to him all of our good will.
